Touch Rugby:  An experience that changed my mindset

    Everyone has role models.  Whether they are an athlete, teacher, parent, friend or sibling.  My role model taught me to work hard through injuries.  She is my best friend, my teammate, my biggest inspiration, and most importantly my older sister.  
My sister, now in university, was a vital part of my middle school life.  She was like a superstar to me.  She excelled in school, by getting near to perfect grades at a school that only offered classes in English and Chinese.  She was the student council president, and was the team captain of our touch rugby team.  I was also a part of this touch rugby team during middle school and as the youngest, I always copied and followed my older sister during practices.  The touch rugby season was from August to November.  We practiced all year round, and went to a nearby track three times a week to practice short distance running.  This was because being fast is one of the most important parts of touch rugby.  We also had in-school matches.
    However, just a month before the season began, my sister broke her arm.  She could not practice nor participate in the games for six to eight weeks.  This was devastating for her as it was her senior year, which meant that it was her last chance to represent the school.
    Nevertheless, she came to every practice as the team captain.  Since that day, while everyone else was gearing up for the season, she would be running around the court the whole time.  Initially, I thought she was doing this so that she would be in good shape when she was able to participate later in the season.  However, she told me, “Since I can’t practice throwing, I’ll practice running, so that by the time I am able to participate, I’ll be the fastest in the league.”  After the six to eight week recovery period, she came in 45 minutes before anyone else and practiced throwing.  I was able to watch my sister work through an injury, and never giving up by finding new goals to work around her injury.  
    This has helped me work through my injuries, and give it my all.  At my last meet, I was knocked down hard, and hit my head two times on the ground.  To make matters worse, I also broke my middle finger.  However, I never gave up, just like my sister.  
    My sister, and my biggest role model taught me, through touch rugby, to work hard even when I’m injured.  Now, I would like to ask you a question.  Who is your role model?

They are marvelous inventions that have changed the way humans live.  Through these inventions, new jobs have been innovated and the way people interact with others has changed.  The reason why Japan was ranked 53rd happiest country is because of overworking, complicated relations between people and because the society is aging.
    Overworking makes less people happy because they do not have enough time to rest.  It is said that Japanese people do not take many paid vacations compared to other countries.  Also, with more jobs requiring use of computers these days, people are forced to look at their computer screens all day.  Working puts a great strain on the body and the mind and people have to take a break sometimes, but in Japan people work too much compared to the time they rest.
    Complicated relationships between people is another reason why people are not happy.  With many people using smartphones and computers, the ways people interact with others have changed.  Some people say smartphones and computers are convenient because they allow you to interact with people all over the world.  This is true, but it brings a lot of problems too.  Previously bullying used to be physical and mental violence done in places such as schools but as many children have smartphones, bullying on the Internet or social media is rampant.  This means even homes, which used to be safe places for bullying victims, are now unsafe.  Also there are new crimes that take advantage of the Internet’s characteristic of not being able to see people in person.  Many people will be stressed if they have problems like this on the Internet.
    The last reason is because Japanese society is aging and has fewer children.  Recently the population of elderly people in Japan reached 25% of the total.  This means younger people, who are decreasing in number, have to work more to support elderly people.  Younger people have to support them every month even if they are not sure if they will earn enough money to live when they retire.  Also with people having fewer children, many elderly people have no one to take care of them.  Some elderly people are forced to take care of each other.  If an elderly person lives alone and does not know how to use a cellphone or the Internet, there is a high chance that that person will be cut off from society.  In this kind of society people cannot be happy when they get older.
